Soon, the house was surrounded by a threatening mob, which increased until it numbered about a thousand people. The local mayor ordered a lieutenant to proceed with troops to quell the riot and put an end to the attack upon Fabregas. The troops, instead of dispersing the mob, opened fire on the house which resulted in the death of Fabregas.

Based on the above case, whether or not the State of Liverpool can be held liable for the death of Fabregas?
